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Remove all substantive contents of the bill and replace with:

Section 1. (a) In any action pursuant to the revised Kansas juvenile justice code, a juvenile or a juvenile's parent, guardian or custodian may petition the court to modify any order that imposes a fine, fee, cost, court expense, reimbursement or other financial obligation on the juvenile or the juvenile's parent, guardian or custodian. If the juvenile or the juvenile's parent, guardian or custodian shows good cause, the court may reduce or discharge any financial obligation owed by the juvenile or the juvenile's parent, guardian or custodian. 

(b) An order issued pursuant to subsection (a) after the juvenile is adjudicated or sentenced shall not increase any financial obligation owed by the juvenile or the juvenile's parent, guardian or custodian. 

(c) The provisions of this section shall not apply to restitution that is owed by a juvenile unless the beneficiary under the order of restitution agrees to the order reducing or discharging the restitution. 

(d) This section shall be a part of and supplemental to the revised Kansas juvenile justice code.
