Committee minutes from January 24, 25, 29, 30 & 31 were distributed.

Hearingson HB 2173 - expungement of arrest records, were opened.

Pam Moses, Clerk of Didrict Court, Reno County, appeared as a proponent of the hill. She dtated that the bill
provides ameans by which persons wishing to expunge arrest record could do so without cdling attention to the
arrest by filing apetitionindisirict court. She requested an amendment which would add the samelanguage regarding
expungement to K.SA. 22-2410 & 12-4516a. (Attachment 1)

Kathy Porter, Office of Judicid Adminigtration, stated that section one of the bill was inadvertently included in the
bill. (Attachment 2)

Larry Kleeman, Kansas League of Municipdlities, commented that the proposed hill would cause an impact on the
municipa courts and would increase the cost to create acompuiter filing systemand a separate one for the hard copy.

HearingsonHB 2174 - appointment of the Chief Clerk & Clerk of District Court by the Chief Judge, were
opened.

Kahy Porter, Office of Judicia Administration, explained that the Chief Judge hasa wide range of duties assigned
to them and because of this they should be able to safdly assume this respongbility. (Attachment 4)

Chief Judge Paul Buchanan, 18™ Judicia District, Sedgwick County, commented that requiring a mgjority of district
court judges to agree on a Chief Clerk & Clerk of District Court would be impractica. (Attachment 5)

Hearingson HB 2174 were closed.

Hearings on HB 2175 - promating limited action cases to a Chapter 60 judgement for the purpose of
securing a lien, were opened.

Lisa Wilson, Clerk of the Didrict Court, appeared as a proponent of the hill which proposes darification of
procedures for eevating the statues of alimited action judgement to alien againgt red edtate. (Attachment 6)



Hearingson HB 2175 were closed.

Hearingson HB 2208 - district magisirate judges havejurisdiction over limited actions, were opened.

Representative Ward Loyd appeared asthe sponsor of the bill. The 2000 L egidature overhauled the Kansas Code
of Civil Procedurefor Limited Actions but did not consider or amend the statutes deding withthe authority of judges,
and digtrict magistrate judges ability to hear such cases up to $25,000 amount. (Attachment 7)

Kathy Porter, Office of Judicia Adminidration, appeared asaproponent of the bill. She requested an amendment
darifying that district magigtrate judges do not have jurisdiction over actions other than actions seeking judgement
for an unsecured debt not sounding in tort and arising out of a contract for the provisons of goods, services, or
money, in which the amount in controversy exceed $10,000. (Attachment 8)

Hearingson HB 2208 were closed.

HB 2082 - a provision in certain documentsfor a nonprobate transfer is nontestamentary

Representative Long made the motion to report HB 2082 favorably and be place on the consent calander.
Representative Newton seconded the motion. The motion carried.

Representative L oyd seconded
the mation.

There was a brief discusson about the State not having an appropriate fadility for these people. It was noted that
when the Legislature passed the Sexuad Predator Act there wasn't a fadility for them and eventudly one was
developed. It was the committee belief that if the appropriations are there then SRS would find afacility.

The motion carried. Representative Crow requested she be recorded as voting no.

The committee meeting adjourned at 4:45. The next meeting is scheduled for February 7, 2001.
