Without objection two bills were introduced as requested by Representative Cox regarding Retirement of
Judges. [HB 2104 & HB 2107]

Without objection the introduction of bill as requested by Representative Hutchins regarding flag
dliquette. [HB 2105]

Without objection bill was introduced as requested by Representative Hutchins regarding Public Library
dissemination of obscene materids. Based on current ALA palicies, if minors cannot lepdly purchase
meaterid thiswould prevent libraries from disssminating it. [HB 2105]

Without objection bill was introduced as requested by Brigadier General John Small, National Guard
Asociation of Kansas introduced draft of bill reducing language in current law to determine pay and
alowances while on date active duty. [HB 2106]

Chairman Mays opened hearings on HB 2038 after communicating cdl to Judge Thomas Conklin prior to
meeting which clarified gag order does not include legidators and their staff but to the Lottery officids

and other parties of the crimind court case. Request by Representative Rehorn for written clarification is
currently being prepared by Assstant Attorney Generd John Campbdl| to draft order as such.
Representative Rehorn stated the different interpretations required written clarification to protect the
professondly licensed members of the committee and Saff.

Ed Van Petten, Kansas L ottery Executive Director, gppeared to address questions remaining from
yesterday’ s testimony (see Attachment #1 of January 17, 2001 ). Thisincluded in-depth details of: the
Department of Adminigtration investigation, sales promotions, 1999 State Fair drawing, cash
discrepancies at the State Fair, computer security, dtered non-winning tickets, inappropriate materias on
Lottery computers, holiday receptions and personnel grievances. As new director, Mr. Van Petten
assured the committee he will strive to improve and preserve the integrity of the Kansas Lottery should it
be renewed as a source of additiond state funding. He discussed in detail the following additiona
procedures implemented to address these issues:

C Increased frequency of random computer audits performed by Department of
Adminigration, Divison of Information Systems and Communications (DISC) and
Lottery Information Technology personnd,

Increased computer security software and procedures
Training sessons regarding proper cash handling techniques
Revised personnel manua to be distributed to dl current and future employees.
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Mr. Van Petten assured the committee since becoming the new Director in October 2000, he will strive to
improve and preserve the integrity of the Kansas Lottery should it be renewed as a source of additiona
date funding.
