The Chairperson asked for bill introductions

Representative Storm requested a bill for emergency contraception that outlines the procedures for rgpe victims

and includes the woman must be given information aboout emergency contraception, and if she wishes, must be

provided that medication.

The Chairperson stated the bill was introduced without objection.

The Chairperson opened the hearing on HB 2057 - Repealing the M edical Scholar ship Program.

Dr. Bill Wolff, Legidative Research Department, stated the bill came out of the Hedlth Care Reform Legidative
Oversgght Committee transferring from the chancelor of the university of Kansas to the secretary of hedth and
environment alist of the areas of this state which the secretary determinesto be critically medicaly underserved.

Marlin Rein, Univergty of Kansas stated HB 2057 would ostensibly repedl the Medica Scholarship Program
which was administered by the University of Kansas Medicd Center. With few exceptions dl of the medicd
scholarship recipients have ether satisfied their service obligetion or are in the late stages of satisfying their
financia obligations to the state. For that reason, it is gppropriate to repeal those statutes related to the Medica

Scholarship Program (Attachment 1).

Richard Morrissey, KDHE Office of Locad and Rurd Hedth, testified that repedling existing sections establishing
the medica scholarship program would aso diminate the need for many additiona adminigtrative requirements
under which it is operated.

KDHE suggests recommendations rel ated to the designation of medically underserved areas for primary care.
Without the medica scholarship service commitment program to adminigter, there are additiond regulatory
requirements that should be diminated (Attachment 2).
