The amendmentswould (1) dlow information to go both ways, i.e. from the city to the county aswell as
county to city; (2) dlow the clerk or treasurer to release loca sdes tax information to other designated locd officids,

such as a city manager, city council, or city auditor, and (3) expand the applicability of HB 2007 to the transent guest
tax, aswell astheloca sdestax. Sefert responded to questions from members of the committee.
