I ntroduction of Bills

Rep. Henry requested the introduction of a proposa that would provide a means for a business or
individua to make a contribution of machinery or equipment to a qudified Sate vocationd technica
school, and in return receive atax credit of 50% of the appraised vaue of the item.

Rep. Ruff made a motion to introduce the proposal as a committee hill. 1t was seconded by Rep. Barnes.
The motion carried.

Ren. Svenson made amotion to introduce a bill that would equaize the fraud and abuse pendties

between employees and employers. It was seconded by Rep. Grant. The motion passed.

A motion was made by Rep. Swenson to introduce a bill that repeals the caps for non-economic damages.
It was seconded by Rep. Barnes and the motion carried.

Revisor Bob Nugent explained a bill requested by a constituent of Rep. Pottorff. It concerns professiona
employer organizations that are more commonly thought of as Saff leasing companies. When employers
leases dl of their staff from a staff leasing company, that company takes care of dl of the worker comp,
unemployment and other paperwork for the company. The bill providesa UCC style of code that
describes the rlationship that has to exist between the client company and the staff leasing company.

Rep. Grant made amotion to introduce the bill as a committee bill. It was seconded by Rep. McCreary.
The motion carried.
