Continued Hearing on Sub HB 2591 - State education technology networ k., establishment

Copies of responses, by the previous day’s conferees, to requests by the committee were distributed. They
were: Memorandum to Morey Sullivan from Mark Braun regarding the legal opinion on a proposed
amendment to HB 2591 (Attachment 1); copies of the K.S.A.’s that are referenced in the bill (Attachment 2);
and information from the Kansas Department of Education regarding enrollment, state-to-state comparisons,
Nationd Profile and KSDE's E-rate application (Attachment 3).

Duane Johnson, State Librarian, tedtified in support of Sub HB 2591 (Attachment 4). Mr. Johnson stated that
KAN-ED would hdp Kansas stay compstitive in this globa information economy. Mr. Johnson dso
distributed copies of the State Library’ s E-rate gpplication (Attachment 5).

Craig Grant, speaking on behdf of the Unified School Finance Codition, testified as a proponent of Sub HB
2591 (Attachment 6). Mr. Grant stated that the coalition hoped the committee would support the schools in
finding the best way to create the backbone in technology they believe is desperately needed.

Mr. Mike Reecht, represerting A. T. & T., spoke in support of Sub HB 2591 (Attachment 7). Mr. Reecht
explained that, in today’s world of advancing technology, the options to provide connectivity include
traditiond land line and cable technologies as well as the newer wirdess and satellite solutions.

Mike Murray, Director of Governmenta Affairs for Sprint, appeared in support of Sub HB 2591 (Attachment
8). Mr. Murray stated that Sprint recommends that HB 2591 be the subject of an interim study to include
representation from industry.

Mr. John Federico, on behdf of the Kansas Cable Telecommunications Assn., presented testimony in support
of Sub HB 2591 (Attachment 9). Mr. Federico stated that the cable television industry’s actions speak
volumes about their commitment to connecting Kansas schools and libraries.

Jay Allbaugh, Cox Communications, presented information to the committee about their just released offer
of free high speed Internet access to Kansas schoolsin Cox’ s service aress (Attachment 10).
