Chairperson Landwehr inquired as to whether there were any bill introductions and there were

none.

HB 2525—Amendments to the optometry law

Chairperson Landwehr opened the hearing on the bill.

Gary Robbins, Executive Director, Kansas Optometric Association, presented testimony in
support of the bill. (Attachment 1). He indicated the bill addresses some ongoing issues with
our Medicare carrier and other third party payers interpreting the Kansas Optometry Law and
ignoring the authority of the Kansas State Board of Examiners in Optometry. One area of
ongoing confusion has been caused by the gradual update of the optometry law during the last 30
years or so to allow optometrists to administer and prescribe topical and oral pharmaceutical
drugs, treat glaucoma and remove foreign bodies from the eye. By May 31, 2010, all Kansas
optometrists were required to upgrade their licenses to the highest level, so the outdated
categories of licensure, along with the accompanying education requirements, have been
eliminated with this bill.

The bill also clarifies minor surgical procedures that Kansas optometrists have been safely doing
for more than 20 years within existing law. This language was worked out between the Kansas
Society of Eye Physicians and Surgeons, Kansas Medical Society and Kansas Optometric
