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25-124. Training of county election officers; duties of secretary of state.  County election officers, as

defined in K.S.A. 25-2504, and amendments thereto, shall receive instruction relating to their duties in conducting
official elections, including procedures for complying with federal and state laws and regulations. The form and
content of the instruction shall be determined by the secretary of state.
