2012 Kansas Statutes
53-116. Resignation. If a notary public no longer desires to be a notary public in this state, the notary shall
send immediately by mail or deliver to the secretary of state a letter of resignation informing the secretary of state
of the notary's desire to resign as a notary public in the state of Kansas. The appointment of the notary shall
thereupon cease to be in effect.
