74-32,180. Promissory instruments as payment of tuition. Whenever any institution negotiates any

promissory instrument or note received from a student or on behalf of a student as payment of tuition or other fees
charged by each institution, any person or assignee or holder to whom the instrument or note is assigned shall take
such instrument or note subject to all defenses which would be available to the student from whom or on behalf of
whom the instrument or note was received.
