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75-2753. Cemetery for reburial of remains. The secretary of the state historical society shall establish,

with the approval of the board, a cemetery on existing state lands for the reinterment of human skeletal remains
from unmarked burial sites in this state, and goods interred with such remains. Such cemetery shall not be open to
the public.
