A RESOLUTION honoring the life of Jim Weaver.

WHEREAS, Jim Weaver was a doorman for the Kansas House of
Representatives for six years, and he passed away on September 19, 2012,
after a battle with cancer; and

WHEREAS, Jim was born on December 22, 1938, in Bettie, Texas.
He was raised in Bettie and graduated from Valley View High School.
Jim also continued his education later in life at Washburn University; and

WHEREAS, Jim worked for Heinz for 35 years, and he retired as their
Safety Coordinator in 1995.
