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AN ACT concerning criminal procedure; relating to competency;
amending K.S.A. 22-3301 and repealing the existing section.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 22-3301 is hereby amended to read as follows: 22-
3301. (H(a) For the purpose of this article, a person is "incompetent to
stand trial" when-e such person is charged with a crime and, because of
mental illness or defect is unable:

t&)(1) To understand the nature and purpose of the proceedings
againsthim; or

)(2) to make or assist in making-his a defense. To make or assist in
making a defense, the defendant must have the ability to make decisions
about:

(4) Whether to proceed without counsel;

(B) what pleas to enter,

(C) whether to accept a plea offer;

(D) whether to cooperate with or provide substantial assistance to
the government;

(E) whether to waive a jury trial;

(F) whether to testify,

(G) whether to speak at sentencing, and

(H) any other issue that requires a decision by the defendant to assist
in making a defense.

&) Whenever the words  "competent,”  "competency,"
"incompetent”" and "incompetency" are used without qualification in this
article, they shall refer to the defendant's competency or incompetency to
stand trial, as defined in subsection4) (a) of this section.

Sec. 2. K.S.A.22-3301 is hereby repealed.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
