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25-1803. Mailing duplicate application. The official in whose office the application is filed immediately shall mail to the
appropriate official of the state in which the new resident applicant last resided or in which the former resident applicant presently resides a
duplicate of the application. In the case of a relocated resident, the county election officer of the county in whose office the application is
filed immediately shall mail to the county election officer of the county where the relocated resident last resided a duplicate of the
application.
