2016 Kansas Statutes

44-1605. Required training for operators, certification. (a) No amusement ride shall be operated in this state unless the operator has
satisfactorily completed training that includes, at a minimum:

(1) Instruction on operating procedures for the ride, the specific duties of the operator, general safety procedures and emergency
procedures;

(2) demonstration of physical operation of the ride; and

(3) supervised observation of the operator's physical operation of the ride.

(b) No amusement ride shall be operated in this state unless the name of each operator trained to operate the ride and the certificate of
each such operator's satisfactory completion of such training, signed and dated by the trainer, is available to any person contracting with the
owner for the amusement ride's operation on the premises where the amusement ride is operated, during the hours of operation of the ride.
