(b) In	 addition	 to	 the	 venue	 provided	 for	 under	 any	 other	 provision	 of	 law,	 a	 prosecution	 for	 any	 crime
committed	with	an	electronic	device	may	be	brought	in	the	county	in	which:
(1) Any	requisite	act	to	the	commission	of	the	crime	occurred;
(2) the	victim	resides;
(3) the	victim	was	present	at	the	time	of	the	crime;	or
(4) property	affected	by	the	crime	was	obtained	or	was	attempted	to	be	obtained.
