2018 Kansas Statutes

74-3203a. Chief executive officer of state board; appointment; salary; duties. The state board of
regents shall appoint a chief executive officer. The chief executive officer of the state board shall be in the
unclassified service under the Kansas civil service act, shall serve at the pleasure of the state board and shall
receive a salary fixed by the state board, subject to approval by the governor. The chief executive officer shall
attend all meetings of the state board, keep a full and correct record of its proceedings as approved by the state
board and shall perform such other duties and functions as the state board may prescribe.
