(c) "Youth	education	 services"	or	 "YES"	means	 services	performed	by	eligible	 students	 for	 the	purpose	of
assisting	 school	 districts	 in	 the	maintenance	 of	 special	 education	 services	 for	 exceptional	 children,	 alternative
school	 programs,	 at	 risk	 pupil	 assistance	 plans,	 educational	 system	 enhancement	 plans,	 bilingual	 education
programs	for	limited	English	proficient	pupils,	vocational	education	programs,	or	school	programs	in	general.	The
services	 performed	 may	 include,	 but	 not	 by	 way	 of	 limitation,	 such	 services	 as	 mentoring	 or	 tutoring,	 study
assistance,	outreach	activities,	and	general	assistance	to	teachers	and	other	school	personnel.

(d) "Program"	means	the	Kansas	work-study	program	established	by	this	act.
(e) "State	board"	means	the	state	board	of	regents.
