judges,	shall	be	paid	from	available	funds.	The	director	of	accounts	and	reports	is
hereby	authorized	to	draw	warrants	for	the	use	and	purposes	specified	in	this	section
upon	the	presentation	of	vouchers	duly	itemized	and	approved	by	the	clerk	of	the
supreme	court.
