(c) In	order	to	make	a	determination	of	license	eligibility,	the	commissioner	shall
require	a	criminal	history	record	check	on	each	applicant	who	is	not	exempt	from	pre-
licensing	examination	pursuant	to	K.S.A.	2020	Supp.	40-5507,	and	amendments
thereto.
