Because	of	the	existing	possibility	of	attack	upon	the
United	States	of	unprecedented	size	and	destructiveness,	and	in	order,	in	the	event	of
such	an	attack,	to	assure	continuity	of	government	through	legally	constituted
leadership,	authority	and	responsibility	in	offices	of	the	government	of	the	state	and
its	political	subdivisions;	to	provide	for	the	effective	operation	of	governments	during
