2020 Kansas Statutes

74-5361. Definitions. As used in this act:

(a) "Practice of psychology" shall have the meaning ascribed thereto in K.S.A. 74-
5302 and amendments thereto.

(b) "Board" means the behavioral sciences regulatory board created by K.S.A. 74-
7501 and amendments thereto.

(c) "Licensed master's level psychologist" means a person licensed by the board
under the provisions of this act.

(d) "Licensed clinical psychotherapist" means a person licensed by the board under
this act who engages in the independent practice of master's level psychology
including the diagnosis and treatment of mental disorders specified in the edition of
the diagnostic and statistical manual of mental disorders of the American psychiatric
association designated by the board by rules and regulations.

(e) "Master's level psychology" means the practice of psychology pursuant to the
restrictions set out in K.S.A. 74-5362, and amendments thereto, and includes the
diagnosis and treatment of mental disorders as authorized under K.S.A. 74-5361 et
seq., and amendments thereto.
