In	furtherance	of	this	policy,	the	Kansas	bureau	of
investigation	shall:
(1) Consult	with	the	other	law	enforcement	agencies	to	gather	information	and
detect	trends	with	regard	to	the	types	of	drug	paraphernalia	and	evidence	found	at
crime	scenes.
