(e) All	of	the	records,	memoranda,	writings	and	property	of	the	Kansas	youth
authority	shall	be	and	hereby	are	transferred	to	the	Kansas	advisory	group	on	juvenile
justice	and	delinquency	prevention	and	such	advisory	group	shall	have	legal	custody
of	the	same.
