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AN ACT concerning the governmental response to the COVID-19
pandemic in Kansas; providing certain relief related to health, welfare,
property and economic security during this public health emergency;
relating to the state of disaster emergency; powers of the governor and
executive officers; providing certain limitations and restrictions;
authorizing the temporary sale of alcoholic liquor for consumption off
of certain licensed premises; relating to changes in eligibility for
benefits under the employment security law in response to the COVID-
19 public health emergency; authorizing the expanded use of
telemedicine in response to the COVID-19 public health emergency
and imposing requirements related thereto; suspending certain
requirements related to medical care facilities and expiring such
provisions; providing for temporary suspension of certain healthcare
professional licensing and practice requirements; delegation and
supervision requirements; conditions of licensure and renewal and
reinstatement of licensure; relating to limitations on business liability
associated with the COVID-19 public health emergency; amending
K.S.A. 2019 Supp. 48-925, as amended by section 34 of chapter 1 of
the 2020 Special Session Laws of Kansas and 48-925, as amended by
section 34 of chapter 1 of the 2020 Special Session Laws of Kansas, as
amended by section 5 of this act, and K.S.A. 2020 Supp. 41-2653, 44-
705, 48-924, 48-924b, 48-925a, 48-963, 48-965, 48-966 and 60-5504
and repealing the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 2020 Supp. 41-2653 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 41-2653. (a) In addition to the rights of a licensee pursuant to
provisions of K.S.A. 41-2637, 41-2641 or 41-2642, and amendments
thereto, a class A club license, class B club license or drinking
establishment license shall allow the licensee to allow legal patrons of the
club or drinking establishment to remove from the licensed premises one
or more opened containers of alcoholic liquor, subject to the following
conditions:

(1) Tt must be legal for the licensee to sell the alcoholic liquor in its
original container;

(2) the alcoholic liquor must be in its original container;
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The adjutant general subject to the d1rect10n of the governor, shall
administer such orders.
