Regardless of current challenges (financial, policy, political or otherwise),
schools have a duty to provide a safe and preparedlearning environment for
our students, staffand patrons. The questionis not if, but when,a school
crisis event occurs, howprepared are we?

During these challengingeconomic times, seek ways to bring awareness and
improvement of school safetyand school preparednessso they have minimal or
no money costs to local schools.

Clearly state standardsand expectationsschools should be implement for
safety and preparednessin their schools.

Promote best practices- minimize mandates.

Advocateand be the voice for childrenduring times of crisis.
