2016 Kansas Statutes

12-1783. Same; authorization; purpose. The governing body of any city may, in accordance with the procedures and subject to the
limitations of this act, establish one or more business improvement districts within the city and provide for the administration and financing
of additional and extended services to businesses within such districts. It is the general intent of this act to provide for the administration
and financing of continuing programs of services within such districts and nothing herein shall be construed as prohibiting the
establishment of benefit districts to finance local capital improvements under the general improvement and assessment law or any other
laws of this state.
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
